The Annual Exhibition of Macao Visual Arts -
organised by the Cultural Affairs Bureau - is a
cornerstone event for the city’s own creative
community. It started as the Macao Annual Arts
Exhibition, which underwent a revamp in 2013. The
exhibition is nowadays divided into two categories:
“Chinese Painting and Calligraphy” and “Western
Media”, and these are displayed in alternate years.
This time, it’s the Chinese forms, with submissions
from 161 artists. A total of 61 works was selected for
display, in formats including Chinese-style painting,
calligraphy, seal carving, and experimental ink art.
